Lego Dictionary # 2

Peg/Pin: a pin or peg used to connect lego pieces 

Motor Cable: a cable that connects the RCX brick to a motor
Rotational sensor: A sensor that monitors the number of wheel rotations measured in whole numbers or fractions of a turn  
Bushings: Very small pieces that hold wheel axles in place
Black angle beam: The same as other beams except for its single angle
Detailed Illustrations

40-tooth spur gear & 12-tooth bevel gear: Gears could be used to slow down your robot and give it more torque (turning power)
Grey elbow connector:  Allows for lego pieces to be connected at an angle to create many design possibilities
Treads and hub: Connecting these two pieces can create opportunites for tank like movements and design

Large pulley with belt: Acts similarly to a gear but belts can slip if not centered
