Lego Dictionary
Beam: a lego piece that is the same height as a brick, but has holes in it

Plate: a flat lego piece that is one third the height of a brick

Brick: the basic lego piece, three times as tall as a plate

Friction: any force that opposes the movement of an object
Friction pin: a black pin used to connect beams you don’t want to spin
No friction pin: a gray pin used to connect beams you want to spin

Touch sensor: a sensor that lets the robot know when a button has been pushed

Light sensor: a sensor that lets the robot read “ambient light”

Wire: used to connect sensors to the robot

Vertical cross bracing: connecting a row of beams together using a vertically placed beam

RCX Brick: The “brain” of the robot

ROBO Lab Tower: Serves to transfer programming and other data from a computer to the Brick

Gear: Allows to increase or decrease the speed or torque of a motor.

Axle: Helps move wheels or other attached equipment
